
When crews are unable to
furnish two safe travel lanes,
alternating directional traffic
will be in effect.

Also, if necessary, night
construction work will take
place between 10 p.m. and 6
a.m. in nonresidential areas.

These closures are part of
an $11.6 million Department
of Transportation project to
repair roads across Long
Island, the agency said.

Weather permitting, the
project is expected to be
completed by mid- to late
November, an agency spokes-
woman said.

To avoid travel delays,
motorists should use alter-
nate routes. The agency also
urged safe driving. “Drivers
who must use this construc-
tion route are reminded to
drive carefully through the
work zone,” officials said.

Grid work to cause
traffic disruptions

Work to harden the electri-
cal grid in Oyster Bay is ex-
pected to cause traffic disrup-
tions in four areas, PSEG
Long Island announced yester-
day. The work is the latest
undertaken by the power
company using $729 million
in grants from the Federal
Emergency Management
Agency’s hazard mitigation
assistance program to up-
grade infrastructure against
potential future storm dam-
age.

A Springs homeowner has
been charged with 16 housing
and zoning code violations, in-
cluding overcrowding, and un-
lawful possession of a deer,
which he allegedly kept as a pet.

East Hampton Town officials
charged Angel Otavalo with
three counts of having no
smoke detector, one count of
having no carbon monoxide de-
tector, six counts of failing to
have a certificate of occupancy
for various rooms, two counts
of construction without a build-
ing permit (one for a pool and
another for a volleyball court),
one count of building a shed
without a permit, two counts of
no egress for the bedrooms in
the basement, and one count of
using an extension cord in lieu
of permanent electrical wiring.

Otavalo was also charged by
the New York State Depart-
ment of Environmental Conser-
vation police with unlawful pos-
session of wildlife. Officials
took the deer away for rehabili-
tation.

Reached by phone late yester-
day, Otavalo, who said he spoke
and understood only Spanish,
declined to comment on the
charges. He said through an in-
terpreter that he had hired a
lawyer but declined to provide
a name.

According to a news release
issued late yesterday by East
Hampton’s public safety direc-
tor, David A. Betts, town ordi-
nance enforcement officers

went to Otavalo’s house on
Tuesday after receiving re-
ports of possible overcrowd-
ing and of a deer being kept
in the backyard.

According to the news re-
lease, ordinance enforcement
officers saw eight vehicles
parked in the driveway, and a
subsequent inspection of the
house found that the basement
had been illegally converted
into several bedrooms and an
office.

The release also stated that
town records show the prop-
erty was listed as having three
bedrooms, but the inspectors
found it had been converted to
a seven-bedroom house. The
basement was also listed as a
recreation room under con-
struction, and the building per-
mit had expired several years
ago.

In the backyard, inspectors
found the deer on a makeshift
leash, the release said.

“The deer, which appeared
unafraid of human contact, had
around its neck a dog collar
that was roped to a steel rod in
the ground, and, apparently, it
was being kept as a pet,” the re-
lease said.

Otavalo, who authorities
said was at the house at the
time of the inspection, will be
required to appear in East
Hampton Justice Court at an
undetermined date, according
to Kelly Kampf, the town’s as-
sistant director of public safety
and who took part in the in-
spection and investigation.
